RND 1: Ch4. Join w/dlst to first
chto formring. Ch3. 2dcin
ring. Chl. *3dc inring. Chl.
Rep from * 4 times more. Join
w/slst to top of ch3. (6 chl sps)

RND 2: Ch3. Dc in each of the
next 2 dc. Dc, chl, dc in next
chl sp. (Vst Made) *Dc in each
of the next 3 dc. Vst in next chl
sp. Rep from * around. Join
w/slst to top of ch3.

RND 3: Ch3. 3dc in next dc. Dc
in next dc. Sk next dc. 3dc in
next chl sp. Sk next dc. *Dcin
next dc. 3Dc in next dc. Dc in
next dc. Sk next dc. 3dc in next

chl sp. Sk next dc. Rep from *
around. Join w/dlst to top of
ch3.

RND 4: Ch4. Dcinsame & as
dst.

RND 7-18: Reprnds5 & 6 over
and over again.

RND 19: Chl. Scineachdc
and chl sp around. Join w/slst
to chl. Fasten off, weave ends
into back of work.

Fold up the bottom 4 or 5 rows
to form cuff.
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
